American History in Focus  :[MACMILLAN LANGUAGEHOUSE]

The aim of the course is to familiarize students withe the great themes, myths and
philosophy on which the culture of the Western world has been built. The first part of the
course will look at Greek and Roman myth and legend. We will discuss the Greek and the

Roman view of the world, and introduce the great heroes of Greek literature.

The second part of the course will look at the great themes of the bible. We will contrast
the world of the bible with the Greek view of the world, and outline the main themes. We

will look at creation, the flood, God"s chosen people, the life, death and work of Jesus.

Finally we will try to explore how these great themes and world views have influenced great

literature and also continue to inform Western politics and culture, today.

The first seven lessons will introduce the Greek world view and their system of gods and
their relationships, and relations with man. Through video and children®s stories we will
explore some of the heroes and their great deeds. Students will listen, watch and read the
stories and write their impressions of the myths for homework. We will explore the proposal
that there are a limited number of legends and see if we can make parallels with Japanese

traditional stories.

In the second half of the course the students will be exploring the bible from the creation
to the letters of Paul. They will read the stories and watch a video of the life of Jesus.
